Entries for classes 1-9 MUST reach the Secretary not later than Wednesday, 8th
September. Entries will be accepted up to Show Day for all other classes.

All Exhibitors must obey the order of the Steward. Refusal to do so will disqualify
and make their exhibit liable for removal from the Showground.

Exhibitors are requested to put their names and addresses in a sealed envelope
and attach to exhibit as items may need to be moved for judging.

All objections to be delivered in writing to the Secretary within one hour of the
class being judged, with a deposit of £5 which shall be forfeited if the objection
be considered frivolous. Stewards shall, where practicable, deal with objections.
Any breach of the Rules and Regulations of the Club, or Conditions of Entry, will
render the Exhibitors liable to forfeit their prizes and be disqualified in such a
manner and to such extent as the Sub-Committee appointed for the purpose may
decide upon and the decision of the Sub-Committee, or any matter arising out of
these Rules and Regulations, whether printed here or elsewhere in the Schedule,
shall be final and binding.

100g (40z) margarine 225g (80z) S R flour
100g (40z) demerara sugar Y4 tsp nutmeg
225g (80z) mixed fruit 1 tsp mixed spice
150ml (Yapt) hot water Y2 level tsp bicarbonate of soda
Tegg
METHOD

Put margarine, sugar, mixed fruit and water into a saucepan. Stir over low heat until melted.
Bring to boil, simmer for 3 mins. Remove, cool, add rest of ingredients. Put into cake tin
approx. 7", bake for about 1 hour at 300° F/160° C/Gas Mark 3.
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CHERRY CAKE
RECIPE
60zs. butter 50zs. sugar
8ozs. plain flour 1tsp. baking powder
3 eggs 40zs. glacé cherries
Approx. 1tbsp. milk Approx. 8in. cake tin
METHOD

Cream the butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Beat the eggs and add gradually. If the
mixture curdles, add a little flour. Sieve the flour and baking powder. Halve the cherries and
toss in the flour mixture. Fold in the flour. Add sufficient milk to a dropping consistency.
Put into a greased and floured tin and bake in a slow oven 150° C/Gas Mark 2, 1-12 hours
until firm to touch.

1tbs. milk 40zs. glacé cherries

METHOD

Cream the butter and sugar together until soft and light. Gradually add the beaten eggs. Sieve
the dry ingredients together. Mix the chopped almonds, cherries, fruit and peel together.
Fold in the flour and enough milk to make a slow dropping consistency, then lastly add
the fruit. Put into a prepared tin, arrange split almonds on top and brush with a little egg
white. Bake in a moderate oven 160°C Gas Mark 3 for 2%4-3 hours until firm.
