HONEY CAKE

Ingredients
170g (6oz) Clear Honey 
140g (5oz) Butter
85g (3oz) Light Muscovado Sugar 
2 eggs - beaten
200g (7oz) Self Raising Flour 
1 tbsp Water
Icing
55g (2oz) Icing Sugar 
1 tbls Clear Honey
1-2 tbsp Hot Water 

Method
Heat honey, butter and sugar with 1 tablespoon of water until melted

Remove from heat and mix in eggs and flour. Place in a 18cm/7” round, greased and lined cake tin and bake for 45 
minutes 1800C/ 3500F fan oven, gas mark 4. Make the icing and trickle over the cake while still warm

FUDGE

Ingredients
450g (1lb) Sugar 
60g (2oz) Butter
60g (2oz) Honey
150ml (1/4 Pint) Milk 

Method
Prepare a greased tin approx. 18cm/7” square.

Put all the ingredients in a heavy based pan, and bring slowly to the boil, stirring all the time. Cover and boil for 
2 minutes, Uncover and boil gently for approx. 15 minutes, and a soft boil stage has been reached( a little when 
dropped into cold water will form a soft boil ( 1200C/ 2400F) .

Stand pan on a cold surface for 5 minutes , then beat mixture until it starts to thicken, then quickly pour into the 
tin. Mark into squares as it cools. Cut when cold
